This app will apply on the logistics department of industries with different logistic operators and 
warehouses and a certain volume of deliveries to the customers. 

In this case, it will provide the main data of every step in the delivery’s life cycle from the creation of the 
demand to the customer reception as demand, picking, packing, transport, route or reception. It will 
identify easily the actions to finish the process guiding from one step to another. 

A quickly warehouse state overview will also be shown. This is a graphical and simple way of visualizing 
how many deliveries there are have ‘alive’ and in which state they are.

5. App Prototype 

In order to build this app, a project from template ‘SAP Fiori Master Detail Application’ has been 
created. In the data connection step we indicate the SAP Gateway Demo provided in the course. 

From metadata.xml we used mock editor to generate random data. After that we edited files 
SOHeader.json and SOItem.json directly to accomplish our data type requirements: 
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One of the new tabs in our app should offer the packing detail of a delivery. We need to create a new 
IconTabFilter, so we selected ‘complete’ icon (https://sapui5.hana.ondemand.com/sdk/iconExplorer.html) and 
modified file Detail.view.xml. Inside it, we inserted a new table element that shows the fields {Item}, 
{Description}, {Quantity}, {Value} and {UoM}:

Another delivery state is ‘Delivered’ so we are going to create another tab with the ‘supplier’ icon in 
order to accomplish this requirement. Between other functionality, a performance indicator is presented 
in a form. We used the SAPUI5 Explored section to build the form from the code editor 
(https://sapui5.hana.ondemand.com/sdk/explored.html#/entity/sap.ui.layout.form.SimpleForm/samples).  

Inside it, the ‘RatingIndicator’ is defined to show the value of a variable reflecting the delivery time up to 
a maximum of 5 points:
